On November 15, 2004, the Deputy Assistant Secretary of the Air Force for Basing and Infrastructure Analysis 
published an interim report on BRAC Criterion 7.  It contained individual reports for Military Department 
installations and DoD Activities/Agencies.  The Military Departments, Agencies, and Activities continued to 
refine the data and the attached files provide individual installation and activity reports that incorporate changes 
received after the November 15 interim report was published. 
  
The files are in Word format.  There are four files—one for each Military Department and one for the DoD 
agencies and activities.  Each contains this cover sheet, a table of contents, a reference sheet explaining the data 
elements included in the reports, and an alphabetized set of individual installation/activity reports.  
  
Printing Reports.  The files containing the individual reports are quite lengthy.  Accordingly, caution should 
be exercised before printing an entire file.  If printed copies of specific installation or activity reports are 
needed, locate the desired report(s) and print only the page range for that report.  Page numbers are in the lower 
right hand corner of each page and are also shown at the bottom left corner of the Word document window.  
Note also that, in the electronic documents, the table of contents contains hyperlinks—when you click on an 
installation or activity name in the table of contents, Word will jump to the selected report. 
  
In the event a decision to close or realign an installation or activity used an element of Criterion 7 as the 
discriminating factor, the responsible Service or Joint Cross Service Group was required to notify the Joint 
Process Action Team 7 Executive Agent Functional Representative (AF/DPXB) in writing. The Functional

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Reference Sheet 
Demographics 
 Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA) - An area defined by the Office of Management and Budget as a 
Federal statistical standard. An area qualifies for recognition as an MSA if it includes a city of at least 50,000 in 
population or an urbanized area of at least 50,000 with a total metropolitan area population of at least 100,000.

Education  
 Local Community - Local community is defined as a 20-mile radius from the perimeter of the 
installation/activity for all questions except institutions for higher education.  A 30-mile radius was used for 
these questions. 
 Rationale - In-state tuition shows a relative cost for higher education for dependents.  Pupil/teacher ratio 
provides an indicator of individualized attention for students.  Student enrollment provides an indicator of 
capacity of local school systems.  SAT I and ACT scores provide a national basis for comparison.  High school 
graduation rate provides a way to measure the success of students in secondary schools.  The number of 
vocational/technical, community, undergraduate, and graduate schools in an area is an indicator of the potential 
intellectual capital in the local community.  In some cases, data may not have been reported due to school 
district policy or the school system may not use or track data such as the composite SAT I or the ACT scores.  
Installations/activities were required to document any problems in obtaining information from local school 
districts.

Medical Providers

Rationale - Provides an indicator of medical care for military and DoD civilians in the local community.

Systems, Inc., a contractor, was directed to use the American Medical Association, Physician’s Professional 
Record, December 31, 2003 and Health Forum, LLC, an affiliate of the American Hospital Association, AHA 
Annual Survey Database, Fiscal Year 2002 to determine numbers of physicians and beds  

Calculations - Raw numbers were reported by the installations/activities for both physicians and beds 
into a ratio of physicians (or beds) per person for the MSA.  The computer summed the number of physicians 
(or beds) for all counties.  Then the computer pulled the MSA population (or the sum of the MHA populations 
if the base is not in an MSA) from the existing database.  Finally, the ratio is computed by dividing the 
population by the total physicians (or beds).   

Safety/Crime 
Local Community - Local Community is defined as the Metropolitan Statistical Area (MSA) in which 

the installation/activity is located. If not located in an MSA, then the state average was used.  Either number is 
per 100,000 population. 

Rationale - The crime index is an overarching statistic that covers eight crimes that include both violent 
crimes against persons and crimes against property and provides a measure of relative safety in the local 
community.
