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The Reserve Forces Policy Board Symposium,
“Srategic Challenges: Transforming the Total
Force Vision for the 21st Century.” was held af the
National Defense University 19, 20 May with over
220 participants in attendance. Four major forums
presented views related to the Symposium's four
main topics on the first day and four breakout ses-
sions addressed the questions raised by those fo-
rums on the second day.

Those four forums served to allow participants to
examine the Reserve component's primary mis-

sions, emerging docrine, employment and the RC:
link to our public constituency.

In addition, the Symposivm aftracted a number of
high-level presenters from within the Department
of Defense and Congress. All seven Reserve com-
ponent service chiefs participated as did all Board
members, many alumni, congressional staffers, aca-
demics, private sector and community leaders, first
responders, members of the news media, state and
local government representatives, the Guardian
Angels and NDU staff and faculty.

A summary briefing was prepared during the after-
noon of the second day to capture diseussions from
the breakout sessions nd including key action rec-
ommendafions as determined by the forum chairs

These findings and recommendations will be pre-
sented to the Secretary of Defense by the Chairman
and the Board

As these recomm endations are presented, they will
form the basis and the motivation for the Board's
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way ahead this next year. They will resultin a for-
mal Proceedings report and an RC-focused issue of
Toint Forces Quarterly. The results will also drive
the Board's focus in preparation of the Anmual Re-
port for 2003 and begin the cyele of preparations
for the 2004 Symposium

Some of the major recommendations included:

4 Mission: Maintain The RC must maintain

unique Title 10 & Title 32 capabilities while devel-
oping a portfolio of mission capabilities to support
both Homeland defense and expeditionary warfare

4 Emerging Doctrine. The RC must frain and
fight joint and be on an equal footing with the AC
in training, equipment, ufilization and benefits.

¥ Emplayment The RC must reform, transform
and modermize to create anew availability & ser-
viceparadigm. This means streamlining mobiliza-
tion and deployment processes and maintaining the
American militia tradition.

4 Citizen Connectivity: The Department should
explore national service options and increase the
RC emphasis on Citizen Pafriot links and contacts
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
